The Citizen Organising Foundation (COF) www.cof.org.uk is a registered charity whose mission is to create a network of competent, informed and organised citizens who act responsibly in the public life of their communities and are able to influence, for the common good, decisions which impact on their communities. In London, the oldest and strongest of the grassroots organisations working with and for local people for social, economic and environmental justice is TELCO in East London – some of us sang at their 1st and 10th Assemblies. Some of us have also joined in London Citizens action by “singing carols for a Living Wage” at City Hall and Tate Modern. It is hoped that a North London Citizens will develop over the next couple of years to join East, West and South London groups.

LOGOS HOPE, the world’s largest floating book fair, is to visit London as part of her inaugural visit to the UK. Logos Hope will be berthed at South Quay, Docklands during June 2009. 

Logos Hope is the newest addition to the fleet of ships run by Operation Mobilisation (OM), a non-profit international Christian mission organisation. OM today pioneers and leads initiatives to change lives, rebuild communities and restore hope in 110 countries and has more than 5,400 workers serving around the world. Church News
We welcome clergy who have come into Camden over the last couple of months. The Mayor of Camden and a number of representatives from different churches attended the inductions of Revd Chris Brice at St Martin’s Vicar’s Road and Philip North at St Michael’s Camden Town as Rector for the Parish of Old St Pancras (4 churches Camden Town/Somers Town). 
At the end of January we will be welcoming Revd Marjorie Brown to St Mary's Primrose Hill. She has already featured in the local papers as she will be Camden’s first female incumbent though there have been several female assistant priests. 
We are also bidding a fond farewell to Maggie Hindley who has been URC Minister in Camden for the last nearly 15 years at Trinity Camden Town and then additionally at Regent Square, Kings Cross, where she has seen the church reopen as Lumen United reformed Church and Community Centre this autumn. In the New Year she is moving to St Anne’s and St Andrew’s West Killburn to work in the London Inter Faith Centre (www.londoninterfaith.org.uk) and to pastor the little URC congregation there. Her induction will be 3rd January.  
Community of Camden Churches Cold Weather Shelter

C4WS (for others like me this = 4xC + Weather Shelter!)

C4WS is a church based seasonal accommodation project providing emergency shelter for people who are homeless. The project runs this year for 3 weeks in December in addition to the regular 1st January to 31st March creating a ‘rolling shelter’ that provides emergency accommodation to street homeless and ‘hidden homeless’. Several Camden based churches combine their efforts at different church locations to provide overnight shelter one night a week offering food and fellowship as well as shelter and practical help and advice to establish a route out of homelessness.
Let us all as Christians Together in Camden, churches, groups and individuals support this project and each consider what contribution we might make - donations (for welcome packs, home starter packs, meals), money, volunteering, prayer... Every little helps.
